Note:

The report of the Local Inquiry Committee for the
academic year 2025-26 is enclosed. Affiliation has been
renewed only in accordance with the student intake fixed
by the Syndicate for the respective colleges. The college
shall, within 15 days, submit a compliance report
indicating that the deficiencies pointed out in the Local
Inquiry Committee report have been duly rectified and

improvements have been made. Failing which, the
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application for renewal of affiliation for the next academic

year shall not be considered.
Conditions:

1. The college shall comply with all the conditions specified
by the Local Inquiry Committee.

2. As per Government Order No. ID 29 UNE 2021 dated 02-
02-2021, the college shall take necessary measures within
the next six months to fulfill all eight defined parameters

indicated in the Local Inquiry Committee report.

3. Admissions to the affiliated courses shall mandatorily be
conducted through the Government UUCMS Portal, as

directed by the Government.

4. If the number of admitted students exceeds the sanctioned
intake, the University shall not approve any additional

seats.

5. No additional branches or sections shall be created for any

course without prior approval from the University.

6. While admitting students to the said degree courses, the
college shall strictly follow reservation orders issued by the

Government from time to time.

7. The college shall comply with all regulations, statutes, and

orders issued periodically by the University regarding
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students, teachers, and non-teaching staff. Admissions

shall be made in accordance with:
o the sanctioned student intake for each course, and
o the eligibility criteria set by the University for each course.

8. For postgraduate courses, the college shall admit students
sponsored by the University up to 50% of the sanctioned
intake (100% for government colleges), ensuring fees and

other limits are as per University regulations.

9. In accordance with the Supreme Court ruling dated 13-
06-1997 in Vishakha vs. State of Rajasthan, any
harassment, sexual harassment, or misconduct against
female students or staff, whether by teachers, non-
teaching staff, administration, or students, is a
punishable offense. The college shall establish a grievance

redressal committee to address such incidents.

10. The college shall enhance the teaching-learning process
to academically develop students and ensure that the
Vice-Chancellor or Management Committee oversees

students and teaching staff with empathy.

11. Marks cards and other documents submitted by
students for admission shall be promptly returned after

admission and reported to the University.
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12. The college shall issue degree certificates, marks cards,
and other academic documents to students within three
months of completion. The Registrar (Evaluation) shall be

informed of any delays.

13. Students requesting transfer certificates shall be issued
the same without obstruction. No additional fees shall be
charged, except for tuition fees for incomplete semesters,

as per regulations.

14. The college shall not collect any capitation fees under any

circumstances.

15. Kannada shall be mandatorily used for administrative

transactions.

16. Colleges shall submit applications for affiliation renewal

for the academic year 2026-27 without fail.

17. Colleges completing five years of establishment shall

obtain NAAC accreditation immediately.

18. The college shall appoint qualified librarians and

Physical Education Directors as required.

19. The college shall mandatorily display the Constitution

within the campus.

20. The Principal shall submit a list of eligible teachers for
evaluation work to the respective Board Chairpersons.

Failure to do so may result in cancellation of affiliation.
